Big Heart: Love is Giving.

For the majority of Thai people, “Love" is associated with
the act of "Recelving” rather than "Giving" but for Khun Mechal
Viravaidya, former Deputy Minister of Industry and a prominent
activist who popularized the “condoms” in Thailand, the real
meaning of Love is to give to athers. This he has done over the
years through his Population and Community Development
Assaociation (PDA) which he had founded in the early years.

Forty years since then, Khun Mechai is still giving his love
to the needy Thai society. Now he believes it is time for Thai :

society to change their ingrained concept of “receiving” which
have been further reinforced by successive governments’ popu-
list packages and activities. What he has in mind is to spread the
new concept of "giving" amongst the Thai society.

Citing his exact waords "Would you believe that 70% of children
in government schools have dental prablems, lice infections,
and are underweight? | strongly believe that health is an im-
portant part in our lives. Furthermore, we have to ensure good
health for our children”.

He further clarified "I want to encourage students to vo-
Lunteer to act as Junior Health Workers". They will learn how
to protect and care for good health through “real time" free
advice from reputable physicians in Bangkok. Peaple in the
community who benefit from this program don't have to pay in
cash but in kind with a "public mind", such as planting trees,

also include organizing a community toys library where chil-
dren between the ages of 8 and 14 can run it. The rule is that
everyone can borrow the toys for a week in exchange for social
wark like cleaning the street, planting trees and collecting tin

cans. The idea behind all this is to instill in young children the
sense of protection for the environment and in return their own
community will be cleaner and the children themselves will
have a public mind as well".

Regarding the educational system in Thailand, Khun Me-
chai gave an interesting suggestion on how to improve it. He
believes that students should be taught to think ‘out of the
box' by preparing them to be "the giver", thereby helping to
develop the country in the long run. He further believes that

the school should be a "Life long Learning Center" to help
free them from poverty, while the community should strive to
be a "Super Tumbon" where everyone living in it is safe, has
good health, a reliable job and can contribute towards a strong
"public mind”. To implement all these ideas, Knhun Mechai
has already started a model school named "Mechai Pattana”
on a 1,500 square meters plot of land at Tumbon Coke Klang,
Lumplaimas District, Burirum Province. He's also establishing
a community hospital with the help from private sectors with
Samitive] Hospital as one of them. Khun Mechai believes that
students fromn Mechai Pattana wha volunteer as Junior Health
Workers will benefit fram the experience and may one day
become doctors or nurses.

In closing, Khun Mechai added "QOur school is much more

- than just a classroom. It's a learning center which extends to
picking up trash and helping the handicap. Their activities will :
